1) Upcoming Dates: 

i) May 4th – 6th - Registration Period (Manager Card, Roster, & League Fee is due)  
ii) May 19th – League schedules emailed to managers 
iii) May 27th & 28th – Season begins 
iv) July 22nd – Playoffs begin (Estimate depending on the total # of teams) 

 
2) League Fees: $125 per team due during registration period.  

 
3) Roster: Please turn in your roster with manager card during the registration period. Max of 

8 players per team and minimum of 4.  
 
4) Waivers: Must be turned into league director by the start of your first game. Players have 

to sign your team’s waiver to be eligible to play.  
 

5) Free Agents: The Recreation Dept. keeps a list of players that do not have teams, but are 
interested in joining a team. If teams are in need of players contact Mike Noce.  

 
6) Sportsmanship: This league has been created for the enjoyment of its players. We ask that 

all participants follow league rules and treat one another with respect. The Recreation 
Dept. has the authority to suspend or eject teams/players from it’s leagues.
