1. Team evaluations: The first day of practice will be with all players and serve as an evaluation period for the coaches.
Coaches will evaluate all players to determine the appropriate team and partner. Coaches will assign players a doubles
partner. All league matches will be a doubles format. After the evaluations, the players will be placed on one of 4
teams: Burlingame - Blue, White, Silver, & Red. Our goal is to balance the teams as evenly as possible.

2. Rain outs: Coaches will notify parents by 2PM via telephone or email if practices will be canceled due to rain. If it rains
in the morning and then clears in the afternoon practices will still likely be held, assuming the courts are safe to play on.
Practices that get rained out might be made up on Friday.

4. Player Expectations:

d) Please wear shorts with pockets to all matches. Blue or White are the preferred color for shorts.

e) Attendance for all league matches is extremely important. All matches are played using a doubles format. If
you don’t show up, your doubles partner is also affected. Every effort will be made by the coaching staff to find
an alternate partner for the day with advanced notice/permission. All absences need to be communicated to
one of the coaches as soon as possible.

f) Parents please make sure your child arrives on time to practice and league matches. We also ask that your child
is picked up on time so that coaches do not have to wait long a scheduled match or practice. Our coaches are
not allowed to transport any of our players.
